NEW SSFA PLAYERS: PROOF OF AGE AND RESIDENCE

All players new to competitions organised by the Sutherland Shire Football
Association (SSFA) must provide proof of age as well as proof that they reside
in the Sutherland Shire.

Players must complete the online application on www.PlayFootball.com.au to
register with the Rovers. If additional documents are required players will be
contacted by email by the Rovers registrar.

PROOF OF AGE

One of the following documents must be presented:

e Birth Certificate

e Passport

e Driver Licence unaltered since issue or renewal (smart phone image is
not currently approved).

PROOF OF RESIDENCE IN THE SUTHERLAND SHIRE

One of the following documents belonging to the player (or a parent/legal
guardian for a player under the age of 18) must be presented:

e Current Driver Licence with the address unaltered since issue or renewal.
Note that a Driver Licence with a Roads and Maritime Services endorsed
change of address on the back will NOT be accepted as proof of
residence.

e A current Council Rate Notice

e A recent original document (less than 6 months) from a Government
Department or Financial Institution. Note: Mobile/telephone accounts
and utility/energy bills are not accepted.

e JUNIORS ONLY: if a child does not live in the Sutherland Shire but
attends a school in the Shire — a letter from the school confirming 2023
attendance or a copy of the 2023 school ID.
