PHOTOS FOR PLAYER ID CARDS - GUIDELINES

a) Mandatory New Photos — (no hats. glasses or head wear]

Every year the following age groups require new Photos:
+ ALL U10 Boys & Girls and W10 Girls.

« ALL NEW players UT0/W10 and older.
+ Orany player whose photo is not in the PlayFootball system or is not of an acceplable
standard/quality.
— For individuals that require a photo as part of their registration, please ensure
the following:
Fhoto is a passport style image of the head only.
Head faces camera directly with full face in view.
No hats, headwear or glasses are to be worn in the photo.
Photo was taken within the fast 12 months.
Fhoto is clear and legible with appropriate lighting
FPhoto file is under 1ME in size and is File type of .PNG or .JPG

Please Note: any inappropriate photos may result in the registration being declined.

If a player requires sports glasses to enable them to play then their profile photo must display them
wearing these sports glasses. Players will also need fo contact the club registrar in order to provide the
defailed documentation is required for SSFA EC approval of sports glasses:

« [Photo of player with sports glasses on. e.g., the FA profile image in PlayFootball.

« letter from optomelrist defailing, the type of glasses purchased (with player name) and their
specifications, including specific mention of the make, material and durability.

« Manufacturer’s specification of the sports glasses.

« Players who wear sports glasses MUST request approval to wear sports glasses EVERY year.
If glasses have not changed from when optometnst/specifications were submitted then an email
fram Club requesting approval is only required.
